"The purpose of love is structure, synthe51s mtegratlon and the functioning of the universe i
harmony and freedom. (“Freedom” is the ability to act from internal truth rather than from exter-
nal coerc1on, law, or convention. “’l‘ruth” is the awareness and expressmn of things as they are.)

There are as many levels of love as there are points on a line, each with its own radlus of
energy. But the highest love is born from and sustained by shared truth—resultmg in mutual under-
standing and interaction. ’

Love cannot be maintained if it is cut off from the one umtmg Mind of the universe. It is always
more or less perverted, abused, and distorted when it is controlled by individual will without ref-
erence to the good of all. There are four components of the best human love: the right persons,
in the right places, at the right time, engaged in thé right actlon and expression. ThlS discrimi-
nating process includes children, pets, other adults, and the whole cosmos!

- Love must include new complexities, with time because it is a living, growing reality continu-

The observable goal of life ever since it began on Earth is continually more and higher con-
sciousness.

As we witness the accellerating break up of nations and the disintegration of citiés and mar-
_riages why doesn't it occur to anyone that God may be trying to tell us something? When an old
- paradigm is being replaced there must be a period of chaos before the new truth takes over. My
. thesis is that human society is evolving as a whole, leaving behind the physical structuring based °
on dyadic relationships. As Buckminster Fuller pointed out, “Structure is triangle.” We see this in

-all the higher human occupations: architecture, music, literature, and political negotiations. -

) The “Eternal Triangle” is the base for movement toward the complexity necessary for a new
consciousness. (It is interesting to note that Abraham had two' wives; Jacob married first Leah
and then Rachel; and as stated in the New Testament, Jesus Loved Martha, Mary, Lazarus, and

- “John. It is also no accident that God, who is Love, is triune, a trinity.

. Where-there.is faith and communion with God in truth, beauty, and awe there is Love. But
- some old religious practices and beliefs no longer mediate the Spirit and are like the “old gar-
‘ment” from which the “new patches” simply tear away. The astonishing prevalence of “sexual
misconduct” by many religious leaders is the result of their openness to the Holy Spirit! It is, in
some ‘cases, because of their sensitivity to the drawing power of Love, not some activity of Satan!
They simply do not understand what is happening and choose the:wrong solutions to the prob-.:
lems that arise. . . o ' A c
- Triune Love is structured by inner affinities. The satisfaction of these Spiritual hungers are as
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necessary to truly human life and the growth of higher conscrousness as food and drmk are nec-
essary to the body. : -

Persons conscxentlously living out the triadic soc1al structure based on jnner affmlty are open:
to Life and growth because it is thé natural arrangement for human development, not a com-
fortable dead end. It contains Power. :

- As with Buckminster Fuller’s geodesic domes and spheres, the “tensegrity” necessary is the

triangle. A triangle keeps.the corners apart to prevent collapse of the structure. This is just as
true of the human triangles important to. the structure of stable .societies. The attention required
to live well in this triune culture diminishes human interest in political power struggles, the
~ escapism of drugs, and the predominance of acquiring things. That is why triunity is essential to
the new. world order which will bring peace to the world. It will lift the common people to uncom-
mon-heights. In harnessing the usually uncontrolled powers of sex and Love, the human race
~ will orbit at a higher level around the One Center of Life.
Life results from the action of Love which is the power that draws and holds all thmgs togeth-f
- er. As Teilhard de Chardin teaches in his-many books, individual parts are drawn togther creat- -
ing first matter, then by the resulting complex1ty life. Greater complexity produces consciousness,
and in this'way complexity-consciousness completes the creation of the Earth. :

Jesus taught his disciples that divorce causes adultery. He also taught that to be lured by
passing physical attractions is adultery. (Adultery is the substitution of a person by another per-
son, thing, or activity.) It is time to learn INCLUSIVE LOVE, scheduled in time, arranged in space, =
and controlled so that Jesus’ only command, that we should Love each other, and obey the

The schedulmg and arranging of Love in time and space is just as necessary to the struc-
ture of human life as it is in music. In the inevitable changing of relationships, progression is
essential from every dissonant chord to an harmonic resolution. - , ' ,

. Time does ot pass but accumnulates. “Past” relationships are imbedded in the subconscious

(we are made of our relationships) and must be respected and maintained in their integrity. All
the lacks in human life are being overcome: God overrules. “What man did not think could hap-
pen is the very thmg God had prepared for those who Love him.” Love, God present, takes prece-
dence over law, God’s past. The “Eternal Now” contains past, present and future in one dynam-
ic whole beyond our capacity to comprehend. The drawing power of the living God continues to
work in us: first, the individual person becomes integrated; second, two become one; third there
is the triangle; and then an unending fibbonic progression (1+2+3+5+8+l3 et: (Jesus and his orlg-'
inal disciples illustrate the structure of thirteen persons.) . :

There must be a universal structure for Love beyond the family unit and casual fnendshlps '
- The soul is offered its mates for depth of Love and new growth In this we experience the real-
ity and power of God. Maturity and the cultivation of the inner life is required, just as maturity
of body is required for physical mating. The “Eternal Triangle” is the basic unit necessary for the
continued development of humanity. The jealousies and possession complexes of the past are
obsolete. After the triad has matured, persons find that they are Spiritually called to all those in
similar streams. of consciousness and wholeness of outlook.

Q. Now, we are talking ab0ut the evolutuion of marriage and family life.

A: We are talking about the evolutlon of Love,. 1tself really. And the evolutlon of the Earth whose
cause 1s Love : -

Q. Therefore we are beginning with . . . . . ..

A. Primary particles. (At the bottom of the diagram) The Alpha.

Q. -Okay. To explain how Love begins, and changes, and matures. Right?
‘ . ‘ . 5 .

A." Right-

Q. We’are diagrammatically ‘explaining this process?

A, Yes, and not only how Love progresses and matures but how Love accompllshes the matu-

rity of the Earth. . :

At the bottom of the dlagram there i is the begmnmg a very remote Love activity. (This comes
in general, with- modificaitons, from the thought of Teilhard de Chardin) At this level there is a
very feeble cohesion among the particles. That is, the strength of Love is not felt strongly by the
rudrmentary partlcles that are bemg acted upon.

Q. What are the.se particles?

A. They are the primary stuff of creation. This is before life. This is prelife atomic and molec- _
ular attractions of cosmic energy/matter. That is the very beginning. Then as you go up the dia-

gram, you have the 1nvoluntary specialization of matter (by this Power called Love)
- ‘Q. Then somethmg happens!?

A A specralrzatron of matter occurs. But as we go on we see that there are two processes gomg

on at once, and this continues throughout time with the ascendancy always going to Love, which
is the positive principle. At the left on the diagram you see the arrows pointing upward, indicat-
ing the direction of the Love process. On the right, you see the downward movement of entropy

.and disintegration, the falling away of those things not held by Love. We see order rising out of

chaos accompanied by a sort of spray of disintegration following in its wake.

Inanimate matter is drawn together in different patterns, and as it is drawn together the com- B
-pounds become more complex. Through this process of Love working on matter, life appears-

As we move upward we see that the lower forms of life assimilate sensations, and at the next
stage of development is consciousness. The higher levels of animal life are conscious, i.e. aware _

~of being and non-being. Above: that, we see on the diagram, that consciousness develops to the

point of reflection and assimilation of concepts. (All this by Power not its own)
Going on up the diagram, the mind matures. Then there comes a crisis which .involves per-
sonal identity, Love, and God. This process results in human freedom, or lf the wrong chorce or .
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a refusal to make a choice occurs, there is reversal or regressron But even this cannot, of course,
be final.

 Then we come up.to the next level. At the left here, marnage is common. Seml -voluntary
specrahzatron of community appears at this point. I call this level semivoluntary because, at this
level people accept their social environment with only a- few modificaitons, while later a more
completely voluntary association of persons comes about. The modifications of social environ-
ment that occur at this level are the choosing of a few special friends, marriage partner, and .
membership in certain, probably pre-estabhshed groups. This is the era we are now in the process
of modifying.

The present social crisis is caused by the evolution of human soc1al structures’ into more

complex, more intensely conscious groups of more complex and more aware individual persons,
.brought about by-the swift spread of a common culture and universal communication capablh-
ties. : ‘
So -at the next level we fmd Voluntary specrahzatlon of assocnatlons The most 1mportant con-
~cept to be accepted at this point is the reality of the incarnation. We must be able to see God
~ in other persons. Here we may have the phenomenon of soul- -mating growing out of internal
- affinities and spiritual interpersonal communion. This is the concept which allows growth in the

social structure in relatlon to human mamage '

Q. Can marriage as we,know it today, evolve to a higher. form of human intercourse?

A. The answer to that is that it is not marriage, itself, that will be evolvrng but the social struc-
" ture that contians- -marriage. *Marnage is a' natural, rather fixed social institution. And marriage itself -
will remain pretty much as it is for some time, but will have to allow for the other and higher

How basic is the marriage institution as it exists’in current culture?

Well, one of the things that I would change about that question is, “as it exists”. Marriage
does not exist as it was intended, in most cases. I think that marriage is absolutely basic,

- riage until they have had marriage! I like to use this analogy: it is something like Jesus said

What happens in divorce and remarriage, for mstance (and
this is the reason that Jesus said that divorce is adultery) is that instead of going onward

This mutual Love and trust gives the partners the freedom to expand
and fulfill themselves in wider more complex, interpersonal involvement. This necessarily
“occurs with people in the healing professions and other areas where complex human prob-
" lems require depth of one-to-one involvement ‘with' persons out51de the marriage. The soul-
mating concept does not.do away with the mutual responsibility of the partners to ‘each other?
Please. explain the difference between soul matlng and marrlage for me, then.
Well, I think, p_robably, at the beginning of a martiage, whe’n two -young people first come
together that it is a type of soul-mating at the stage of their development at that time. So that
this would be very similar. But as they grow and develop, and become more themselves and
their identities are more firmly established, and have become one so that they are really one .
unit (one body in a way) and the marriage is consummated, that is, totally fulfilled, they are ’
not to stop growing and developing. As they grow then, not away from each other but sort
of through each other (like X-rays passing through matter) their universes are different but at
the same time a circle around them. It is inclusive. As. each person meets others, then, out
in the world, they come to other and deeper relationships, communication, communion with
~ other persons, that their increased ,psychic growth allows, partly because of the enriching
experience of the marriage itself. They grow and become larger personalities. Then as each
peson meets complementary personalmes to what he has become, (including his total mar-
riage, family and other aspects of identity), the’ afflmty between certain persons may result

~ in soul-matings and may issue in many kinds of expression: social, vocational, artistic, sexu-

al, and many others. There can be a total involvement of the individuals with each other,
then, at this greater level, inclusive of the marriage, but not involved wi’th it; not part o_f it.

Okay. This is the point that is revolutronary in thought. Because of trad1t10nal theological,
monogamous concepts then, I will ask you thls questlon How does this transcend the adul-
tery problem?

And in order to Love God with all one’s heart, soul,
mind, and strength, one must love persons with all one’s heart, soul, mind, and strength. .
Because if one does not love someone he has.seen, in this way how can he love God whom

~ he has not seen? (as Jeasus said.) So.to learn to love God. completely, one must learn to

love human beings completely. The accomplishment of this is something that progresses. Now

' people will say, “This is what_marriage should be”. Yes, ideally, maybe, but people in the

world are not ideal, and the thing that really happens is that two young people are not mature

- enought to be able to love with all their potential strength They do not yet have all their

People everywhere are rising up against the terrible threat of nuclear war, but their protests have
not brought peace. Humanity needs a new world view.

I will try to present some ideas, based on Teilhard’s thought, as a positive approach to peace.
My title also speaks of acceptable peace. By this I simply mean a dynamic state of universal good
will and.fulfillment that most people will not reject; but receive as an ultimate good, in oppo'si-j .
tion to their present preference for violence as a means of getting what they think they want. I
- will try to show how freedom, justice, and fulfillment can be brought about without violence, and -
that peace can be more productive, more vital, and more satisfying than conflict. Real peace is
a positive state of harmony and growth. This may be brought about by the right use of human
energy. As Teilhard has said: ‘Love is the free, creative out-pouring of energy over all unexplored
~-paths.’ : :

Teilhard de Chardin, the French Jesuit priest and paleontologist, set sparks of fire-in the dark for-
est of social chaos. We see them blinking like fire flies in the distance, but upon approaching
them we find true light and warmth spreading from his words wherever they are seriously ‘stud-
ied and communicated. As the recent publication of the International Teilhard Compendium, The
Desire To Be Human, shows, his_thought inspires persons of many countries all over the world.
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According to Tellhard Love, the cohesive power that ‘draws and holds thmgs together, existed
even when the universe was- only made up of random particles. Love brings right things togeth-
er at the right time, creating first matter, then life, then thought and soul. From pure energy, elec-
trons, protons, neutrons etc., molecules are formed. Molecules brought together in complex com-
binations have life. Some living structures come together in spec1ahzed organization to become
conscious. Consciousness in Love has soul.
In the process-of development, Love and spiritual affinity also grow. Along with blologlcal evolu-
tion, relationships among-people developed, including family and tribal structures. Beyond these
biological, traditional, or convenient. relationships humanity now seeks groupings by mtellectual
and spmtual affinity, a higher quality of life. :

THE LORD S PRAYER
- About forty years ago I began to study the Lord’ s Prayer. Throughout those forty years [ have
discovered that one never finishes the study! I think it has had a greater effect on my life than
any other one thmg It continues to influence everything I think and do. :
When Jesus’ disciples asked him to teach them how to pray, he gave them a PATTERN for
prayer (See Luke 1:2 and Matt. 6:7). Or as Methodists might prefer, a METHOD of prayer. Jesus
did not intend that people should mindlessly repeat the OUTLINE. He warned against pllmg up
. empty words: Our prayers should have the content of our minds and hearts.
‘ Jesus did not tell his disciples, “It doesn’t make and difference how you pray.” He gave them
DIRECTIONS for their praying, that would help them pray and live _effectively.

One of the things an old friend of mine, Sam Reinke, pointed out to me is that the Greek -

aorist verb-“to Be” has no tense: it is past present and future. In English, the way I uniderstand
it, it should be translated “was, is, and to be”. That is a little awkward We can't do it all at once.
So one wayI pray the Lord’s prayer-is in the present tense.

Jesus said, “The Kingdom of God is at hand.” It is not only in the futre. We see God s
Rule and Order all around us: in nature, in structure in beauty, and in much that people accom-
phsh in HUMAN life. 3

- So let us consider the Lord’s prayer in the present tense How do we pray it now?

We begin by saymg, “Our Father....” Jesus told us to call God “Father”. I have a tendency to
think that He knew what he was talkmg about! God has planted his Seed in the Earth. He did
fiot create-us with his hands! He is our Father. And we grow within the Earth (and eventually
out of it.)
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It is also good to remember other words to describe God, so that we have an ‘idea for our
minds to hold. God told Moses, “I AM THAT | AM”. To me that means BEING, itself. John says
that, “God is Love.” Jesus, himself, said “Hear O Isreal, the Lord .our God is ONE.” He said. “God
is Spirit.” St.Paul said, “God is LIGHT.” SPIRIT, BEING, LOVE, AND LIGHT (which is energy) are
- all very closely related. In Ephesians we find, “One God and Father of us all who is above’all,

and through all and in all.” (Chapter 4:18.) This is a real and physical fact, It has become more
" and more real to me for the past f'orty‘years.‘ o : -

I can barely touch on a few phrases. The Lord’s Prayer could be a lifetime study for all _

denominations. It is one thing in which all Christians find they are united. :
" After we say, “Our Father”:who is in Heaven” (above all, through all and in all) we say “Holy
be thy nari_xe”.: In the present tense we would say, “Holy IS your name.” “Your ORDER comes;
Your will is being done on Earth as it is in the whole Universe.” The process takes a long, long
. time. But as Teilhard de Chardin said, “WHATE_VER IS BETTER WILL BE.” He also said that the
chaotic events we are experiencing are the pains of birth, not the pains of death. (See: Matt
24:7&8 and Mark 13:7&8) - _ N .

“You give us this day our daily food; all the fruits of the Earth that we could never have planned
or imagined.” S - . o -

The riext-part, “You forgive our debts as we forgive our debtors” means that God fulfills our
needs as we fulfill the needs of others. (Besides much more.) _ -

Then, “Lead us not into temptation” would be “You do not lead 'us into temptation but deljy-
er us from all evil”. When we really pay attention to all the good God has for us we are deliy- -

When we say, “For thine is the Kingdom”, we are really confessing “For yours, O God, is -
the ORDER (and RULE of truth”.) S a

« (RUMINATIONS)

In the new book, CONVERSATIONS WITH GOD, by Neale Walsch; we find:

“Adding the third part of the Trlmty produces this relatlonshlp That Wthh gives rise to/Thatv
which is risen/That which is.

This triune reality is God's signature. It is the divine pattern. The three-in one is everywhere :
found in the realms of the sublime. You cannot escape it in matters dealing with time and space,
God and consciousness, or any of the subtle relationships. On the other hand, you will not find
the Triune Truth in any of life’s gross relationships. Hence, there is leftright, up-down, big-small,
fast-slow, hot-cold, and the greatest dyad ever created: male-female. There are no in-betweens mf
these dyads. A thing is either one thing or the other, or some greater or lesser version grada-
tion in relationship to one of these polantres But when God/Spmt is mcluded there is the “sub-
lime,” TRIUNE LOVE.

“The Triune Truth is recognized.in life’s subtle relatlonshlps by everyone dealmg wnth such
relationships. Some of your religionists have described the Triune Truth as Father, Son, and Holy
Ghost. Some of your Psychiatrists use the terms superconscious, conscious -and subconscious.
Some of your splrltuallst say mind, body, and spirit. Some-of your scientists see energy, matter,
ether. Some of your philosophers say a thing is not true for you until it is true in thought, word,

- and deed. When discussing time, you speak of three times only: past, present, future. Similarly,

there are three moments in your perception—before, now, and after. In terms of spatial relation:

~ ships, whether considering the points in the universe, or various pomts in your own room, you
‘recognize here, there, and the space in bétween. :

' Within the realm of sublime relatlonshlps nothing whxch exists has an opposite. Time is a

sublime realm, in which what you call past, present and future’ exist inter- -relationally. That is they -

are not opposzte but rather parts of the same whole;” :

~ An example of what God does w1th relationships is found in the result of god S actlon con-
cerning David and Bathsheba, Il Samuel 11.

' Ancient Hebrew Sages report—...God had told David he would be unable to w1thstand the .
temptation -of Bat Sheva, and so David capitulated, though he would have been able to resist if
. left to his own devices (Feuer, 654). So, in verse 4, David reminds God of his obedience when
he says, “so that Your words would be justified / So that You will be right in Your verdict.” David
" now merits God’s forgiveness ‘because he did as God expected. (*Psalm 51) So in Matthew’s
genealogy, Chapters one, we find Bathsheba (Bat Seva) was necessary for the earthly birth of the
man, Jesus. See also footnote in New Jerusalem Bible, to Matthew ‘2:5* which states that some
- ancient authorities use the phrase “Joseph fathered Jesus.” (Consrdered an error by the transla-
tors). *see Luke 1:133 & 35

Maybe Jesus was sent from a distant Star, half Alien to the Earth? See John 3:13- 17 and 3:31,
also John 6: 33, 38, 51, 58, 62. etc. Or maybe a third element was added to the two earthly prog-
4 enitors? What we call angels, visions, some dreams, etc. may be the intrusion of another dimen-

"~ -sion, part of our Universe as yet unaccepted. The Universe, one functioning whole, is greater and

stranger than we like to admit. We need to keep an open mind but not so open our brains fall
out! After all bra1n/consc1ousness is the evident purpose of the complexrty of llfe ’
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
